This course is designed to provide you with the opportunity to:
1. Act by developing, communicating, and sustaining characters in improvisations and rehearsed productions.
2. Analyze the physical, emotional, and social dimensions of characters found in dramatic texts.

3. Compare and demonstrate various contemporary acting techniques and methods; Stanislavski’ Method and Uta Hagan.

4. Learn and use skills to direct scene work.

5. Perform monologues, scenes, plays, and anything else we come upon.

6. Express and heighten the vocals with volume, diction, and enunciation; the body with full physicality, focus, and honesty.

7. Work along with others who contain different perspectives to create theatre.
