Questions—type out or use a separate sheet of paper
1.  What is the original piece that you want to spoof?  Describe & explain the story, background, or ideas of the original piece.  Help us to understand it & explain it as if we don’t know it.
2.  What are the different ‘ways’ that you will attempt to satirize this original piece?   Give specific examples of what you will change, alter, or modify in order to create humor?   

3.  What 3 out of 5 humor categories will you use?  And how?  (Don’t just say:  Word Choice, but also explain how like using “puns”)  
4.  What is your angle?  Why create a parody about this topic/subject?  Explain the purpose and meaning behind your ideas and what you want to accomplish out of the spoof?  Besides just saying you want the audience to laugh (go deeper)—what do you want the audience to think about by using humor?  
5.  What makes your version a parody?  What are you doing and saying that is different than the original?
