Purpose:  to present a speech about someone that you wouldn’t normally talk to; someone different from yourself.  After interviewing this unique person, write a speech informing us about what you learned about them.  Tell us what they are like, hobbies, experiences that are different than yours and what you learned in the process of meeting this person.  Avoid biographies & retelling the Q&A game, but rather choose an angle, theme, or unique approach in speaking about this person. 
Examples:

· An administrator or Teacher

· TenderCare Patient 

· Someone of a different ethnic, racial, or sexual identity/ background

· Or someone who’s experienced war, The Great Depression, or 

Interview Speech Process

1. Generate open-ended questions

2. Model Interview and practice(role-play)
3. Conduct Interview: Record Information through note-taking, video, audio etc.

4. Create an outline, then construct speech based off your information/interview

5. Present your speech (4-6min) using great eye contact & vocal range
