Monologues/Auditions

Purpose: To demonstrate talent/skill & versatility for director to determine your role.

Perform 1 (memorized) Monologue within a 1-2min time limit.    
· Monologue must be from a dramatic/comedic play script. 
· Analyze the character and circumstances surrounding the monologue
· Develop an identifiable character, including voice and movement

· Create introduction.  Introduce yourself, play title, and character.  After performance bow with a “thank you.” Introduction: NOT included in time.  
· Perform convincingly using focal points, blocking, pantomiming, & commitment. 
· Avoid ‘Telephone’ monologues, movies, and soliloquies.    
Steps for Preparation

1.   Choose your monologue:  Make copies from a play, screen play, or typed.  
2.   Analyze your scene:  First, read the entire play for an understanding of your character and how the scene you have chosen fits into the plot.  Answer the Uta Hagen’s Six Step questions.  Then, Break down your monologue into beats.  New beat = New tactic.  
3.   Rehearse your Mono:  to re-create believable emotions, plan a sequence of movements, gestures, and blocking for your character.  Make sure they are specific and help you express appropriate emotions for the scene. Practice by showing a friend or family member.  Use pantomiming techniques to convey certain actions. And Be consistent when addressing/glancing at the other characters.

4.   Including other characters:  when performing, visualize the other character(s) you are speaking to.  Do not focus in on the audience or those watching, but find a focal spot above their heads or on an angle.  You do not have to stare at that “character” the whole time, but one should glance and refer to the other character at appropriate times.
